· If your class has any special needs (e.g. students in wheelchairs, crutches) please notify the Marine Science Institute at (650) 364-2760 well ahead of the date of your voyage.  We will arrange for accommodations 
· No smoking or alcoholic beverages are allowed.

· Dress in layers for changing weather. Closed-toed, closed heeled shoes on everyone. Hats that won’t blow off. No umbrellas.

· Trips do not cancel because of rain. You will be outside regardless of weather conditions. 

· Bring water. You can bring a non-messy, non-crumbly snack such as granola bar/fruit roll up.
